Free School Meal Eligibility  
We have seen an unprecedented rise in FSM eligibility in schools 
across Sheffield in the last few years. 
As the school will receive additional funding based on the number of 
children who receive FSMs, not only will your child receive a FSM and 
free school milk but also financial support towards school trips in the 
future

how to check their eligibility.

One stud earring may be worn in each ear as long as this can easily be removed by the child for PE but no other jewellery. 
Makeup, including nail varnish, may not be worn.  
Children may wear a watch for school if they wish.  
Children may not have lettering, lines or other designs in their hair. We also ask that, for health and safety reasons, long hair is 
tied back.
